NOTICE CONCERNING 

FIREWORKS DISPLAYS

Within Mount Pleasant Township

By Township Ordinance, Chapter 93, it is unlawful for any person, persons, firms or corporations, or groups of individuals to own, possess, sell, distribute, or to have or to hold displays of fireworks within the limits of Mt. Pleasant Twp. unless a permit is granted.

Permits may be obtained at the Township Office by competent operators age 18 or older only after:

1. Completing a Fireworks Display Permit – Cost $35.00

2. The posting of a $500.00 bond in the form of cash or personal check, conditioned for the payment of all damages that may be caused or arising from any acts of the licensee, or his agents.
3. Arrange for the Mount Pleasant Township Fire Department to inspect and declare safe the site of the proposed display.

Permits are good for only the date specified on the permit.  The posted bond will be returned to the applicant only after the display site is inspected and found to be without damage.
Fines of up to $1000.00 plus the costs of prosecution can be applied upon conviction.
